Course Philosophy
Fine arts demonstrate the creative aspects of created man that directly reflect that characteristic of the Creator. The study of fine arts develops in the
student the ability to speak life into that which does not yet exist. The ultimate outcome is the development of the student’s ability to bring glory to

God as He observes His creative nature returning to Him from His creation.

Course Description
