PROCEDURE FOR ADMISSION

Requirements for admission to Southcrest Christian School involves the following:

1) A campus tour designed to explain the school’s offerings and procedures

2) Completed application with

· Copies of previous school(s) records including all educational and diagnostic testing, character and discipline records, and report card (last year’s) – Not applicable to Pre-kindergarten.

· Copy of the applicant’s birth certificate and social security card.

· Health records (immunization records must be submitted) – These forms may be copied or transferred from the previous school.

· Enrollment fee – This fee is due at the time of applying and is non-refundable.

3) Placement testing for students in first through eleventh grades.
4) Parent interview with an administrator – An interview appointment is made with the parents and a school administrator after application has been made.  This is an opportunity to go over general school policies and answer any questions.
Note:  Acceptance of the student is based on the above criteria.

TUITION

Tuition may be paid in full at the beginning of the school year (August 1), paid in half at the beginning of each semester (August 1 and January 1), paid monthly with direct withdrawal from checking (August 1 through May 1), or paid monthly over the school year (August 1 through May 1).  If you make monthly payments, the re-enrollment fee may be paid in March in lieu of the regular payment, and the payment schedule extended for an extra month.  The March 1 tuition payment will be assessed as the enrollment fee for the following school year; therefore, the last tuition payment would be due June 1.

FINANCIAL AID

Financial aid is available after one year of schooling at Southcrest Christian School.  Applications for financial aid are available in the business office.  Awards are made based upon documented financial need and the availability of funds.  The financial aid committee of the school board approves financial aid.

Financial Policies

An enrollment fee is collected at the time the application is completed.  The enrollment fee is non-refundable.

Tuition payment is required in 10 monthly installments beginning in August and ending in May unless the choice is made to pay full tuition in August or by semester.  Statements are mailed and received by the 1st of each month.  Payments are due by the 20th of the month.  A late fee of $10.00 will be assessed after the 20th of the month.  

Tuition accounts which become past due will be sent a past due statement and will be asked to contact the school office with a plan to bring the account current.  If accounts are not current by the end of the month, that student will regretfully no longer be allowed to attend Southcrest Christian School.  It is imperative that monthly payments be kept current in order for the school to meet financial obligations.  Tuition accounts that become past due follow these guidelines:

· 20th day of the month:

Past due statement with $10 late fee is mailed.

· Last  school day of the month:
Parent will be informed that your student can no longer attend

until tuition is brought current.
· Returned check policy

checks you will be on a cash only basis.

WE BELIEVE the Bible to be the inspired, the only infallible, inerrant Word of God (2 Timothy 3:15;

WE BELIEVE there is only one God, eternally existent in three persons - Father, Son, and Holy Spirit 

(Genesis 1:1; Matthew 28:19; John 10:30).

WE BELIEVE in the deity of Christ (John 10:33); His virgin birth (Isaiah 7:14; Matthew 1:23; Luke 1:35); His sinless life (Hebrews 4:15; 7:26); His miracles (John 2:11); His vicarious and atoning death (1 Corinthians 14:3; Ephesians 1:7; Hebrews 2:9); His resurrection (John 11; 25; 1 Corinthians 15:4); His ascension to the right hand of the Father (Mark 16:19); His personal return in power and glory (Acts 1:11; Revelation 19:11).

WE BELIEVE in the absolute necessity of regeneration by the Holy Spirit for salvation because of the exceeding sinfulness of human nature and that men are justified on the single ground of faith in the shed blood of Christ and that only by God’s grace and through faith alone we are saved (John 3:16-19; Romans 3:23; Romans 5:8-9; Ephesians 2:8-10; Titus 3:15).

WE BELIEVE in the resurrection of both the saved and lost; they that are saved unto the resurrection of life, and they that are lost unto the resurrection of damnation (John 5:28-29).

WE BELIEVE in the spiritual unity of believers in our Lord Jesus Christ (Romans 8:9; 1 Corinthians 12:12-13; Galatians 3:26-28).

WE BELIEVE in the present ministry of the Holy Spirit by whose indwelling the Christian is enabled to live a godly life (Romans 8:13-14; 1 Corinthians 3:16; 6:19-20; Ephesians 4:39; 5:18).

WE BELIEVE that all true believers endure to the end.  Those whom God has accepted in Christ, and sanctified by His Spirit, never fall away from the state of grace, but shall persevere to the end.  Believers may fall into sin through neglect and temptation, whereby they grieve the Spirit, impair their graces and comforts, bring reproach on the cause of Christ, and temporal judgments on themselves, yet they shall be kept by the power of God through faith and salvation. (Genesis 12:1-3; Exodus 19:5-8; 1 Samuel 8:4-7,19-22; Isaiah 5:1-7; Matthew 16:18-19, 25:34; Luke 1:68-79, 2:29-32, 24:44-48; John 1:12-14.

5. We will faithfully support the school through our prayers and positive attitude, and in keeping with 

Matthew 18:15, we are committed to giving a good report by sharing any complaints and negative comments only 


with the people involved.  Unresolved issues will be taken care of by using the school’s chain-of-command.
6. We understand that the standards of Southcrest Christian School expect appropriate speech, action, and dress.  Dishonor to the Holy Trinity and the Word of God, disrespect to the personnel of the school, or continued

disobedience to the established policies of the school will not be tolerated.
7. We believe that discipline is necessary for the benefit of each student as well as for the entire school, and we give permission to the teachers and administration to make and enforce school regulations in a manner consistent with Christian principles and discipline as set forth in the Bible.  We further agree that we will cooperate and discipline

our child in the home as needed.
8. We pledge that if, for any reason, our child does not respond favorably to the school, we will do everything in our power to cooperate with the school to help our child make the necessary adjustments. (A six-week probation period is usually adequate for new students.)  If these adjustments cannot be made, then we agree to quietly

withdraw our child.
9. We understand that assessments will be made to cover damages to the school, including breakage of windows,

book damage, computer damage, and abuse of other personal property.
10. We will support the school by involvement in parent-teacher conferences, open house, volunteer activities,


workdays, and other school-sponsored meetings and activities.

11. We give permission for our child to take part in all school activities, including sports and school-sponsored trips away from the school premises.  We understand the school provides only secondary medical insurance and that it


is our responsibility to provide medical care for our child.

12. We understand and will fulfill our financial commitment to pay for the educational services the school is


providing for our child.

13. We, as parents/guardians of the student applicant, do sincerely give our pledge to the above items.  We understand that failure of the parents or child to comply with the established regulations and discipline, parental commitment,


or failure to meet financial obligations will forfeit the student’s privilege of attending.
